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This  option  protects  the
sensitive  area  at  the  east
end  of  the  basin  while
providing  a  diversion to 

collection  capability  just  beyond 
the  enclosed  space  under  the 
pier.
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Booming  off  the  mouth
of  the  Harbor  can  contain  

a  large  spill  in  the 
Commercial  Basin.

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Deploy boom at the main pier area to contain the 
spill  near  the  source.

Additional efforts may be required to deploy exclusion boom to protect the 
small boat harbor entrance.
This is a debris collection area.   Allow spill to collect and contain with booms within 
this basin until recovery is possible.  Important:  Culturally sensitive Hawaiian 
sailing canoe "Hawaii Loa" is sometimes moored here.

Spill can be contained and recovered along the sourth shoreline on the 
harbor using sandbag/groin techniques.

Additional efforts may be required to deploy deflection/containment boom as 
necessary to facilitate recovery.
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
